David adds personal sin to the guilt of his original sin by despising the word of the Lord.
In what manner have you despised the Word of the Lord?

Do you have original sin?  Do you have personal sin?

Then who would you point to as the worst sinner in the room?
Does God grade sin on a curve?  Or does He point to you and say, “You are the sinner!”
